Director Nathan Gray states, "this was very much a grassroots experiment of two
groups skating together and searching for new street spots. This 1s why we talk about a
peace process that was born in the streets. It was not drafted 1n a boardroom by polhiticians
but rather by youth who took an initiative to make peace happen.™
